2. BPO Complex Purchase 
The CEO circulated the response which had been received in response to ASC’s initial 
purchase offer from Dominic McGann, McCullough Robertson Lawyers, acting on behalf 
of Chalco Australia Pty. Ltd. 
 
After considerable discussion, Council passed the following resolution. 
 

13.2012 RESOLVED THAT Council offers a total of $300,000 cash for the purchase of BPO  
buildings situated on ASC’s land, Kang Kang Road, Aurukun from Chalco Australia Pty. 
Ltd. based on the following: 
 

1. The BPO is being sold “as is, where is”. 
 

2. ASC pays a total of $3,660 for all the furniture and equipment in the BPO.  
 

3. ASC will clean-out the documents and other materials that belong to Chalco.  
 

4. ASC will return to Chalco the special Olympic stadium trophy that is located at the 
BPO. 
 

5. ASC accepts the termite problem that has occurred since the building was 
erected. 
 

6. ASC is prepared to discuss any other issues that are relevant to the proposed 
purchase of the BPO complex.
