February: Community Awards
February’s community awards presented 
by Deputy Mayor Craig Koomeeta 
recognised the outstanding achievements 
and contributions of our residents.

The ceremony included a 
dawn service, a march through the town,  
and a wreath-laying ceremony with Deputy 
Mayor Craig Koomeeta reading the Ode, 
Cr Jayden Marrott doing the Welcome to 
Country and Cr Eloise Yunkaporta talking 
about the Aurukun residents who served.  
It was a poignant reminder of the bravery 
and sacrifice of our servicemen and women.

Council, ushering in a new era of leadership 
for Aurukun. The ceremony was attended by 
community members and dignitaries who 
welcomed the new Council members.

May: Wik Women�s Week
Wik Women�s Week highlighted the 
contributions and achievements of the 
women in our community with a community 
march, group activities, and a family day � all 
aimed at empowering and celebrating the 
women of Aurukun.

March: Council Elections
In March, we bid farewell to our previous 
Mayor and Councillors, celebrating their 
contributions to our community over their 
4-year term.

On 18 September, the Aurukun community  
came together to celebrate Aak Ngampram Day,  
recognising the historic Wik Decision. Cr Eloise  
Yunkaporta spoke passionately about this  
significant part of our history. The event featured displays  
from the Wik and Kugu Arts Centre, historical documentaries 
from the IKC, and stalls from Ergon Energy, Rio Tinto,  
Cape York Employment, and Queensland Health. Molly and  
Si from Black Star Radio conducted interviews on the day.

August: Ngangk Min Festival

The Ngangk Min Festival was an opportunity 
for community to come together for a meal 
and enjoy a relaxing day at the Landing.

July: NAIDOC Week
NAIDOC Week was a time to honour the history, 
culture, and achievements of Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander peoples.

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Technical Services Update

community members want to live in.

Community Services Update
Aurukun Shire Council’s Community Services Team delivered a range of programs 
that have significantly benefited our community with our social services programs 
continuing to support the most vulnerable members. The Chivaree Aged Care Centre 
has provided essential services to our elderly and disabled residents, ensuring they 
receive the care and support they need. Additionally, the Koolkan Childcare Centre 
and Family Support team have o�ered crucial support to families, helping to create 
a nurturing environment for our children.

Community Development and Health Promotion

Our health promotion initiatives have focused on improving the wellbeing of our 
residents. This year, we partnered in several health awareness campaigns, including:

Chivaree Aged Care 
Centre Services Update
Aurukun Shire Council has informed Chivaree 
Centre clients about the decision to transition to 
a new aged care service provider which was made 
in close collaboration with the Department of 
Health and Aged Care.

All clients and their families can be assured that 
there will be no changes to the care and support 
they receive.  All essential services, including 
meals, transport, and basic personal care, will 
continue to be delivered uninterrupted.

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Corporate Services 
Update
The Corporate Services Department cover a 
range of functions within Council including 
being an agent for Skytrans. Community 
members can book flights at the both the 
Aurukun and Cairns O�ice with the reception 
sta�. They also have application forms for 
the Local Fare Scheme, an airfare subsidy to 
make air travel to neighbouring communities 
more a�ordable.

These are 
available to purchase for $10 at reception.

Our Post O�ice o�ers a range of Australia 
Post products and services, including mail 
acceptance and processing, postage stamps, 
money orders, bill payment and banking a�er 
upgrading to the Australia-wide Post+ this 
year.

Wuungkam Lodge has been managed by 
RESET for more than 12 months now. The 
RESET team have done an exceptional job 
ensuring the Lodge is well managed, including 
reception, housekeeping, and maintaining 
the gardens.

Council Positions Available
Recruitment of the best possible sta� has been a priority during the year and Council has 
been excited to recruit some highly experienced sta� to their team. We have welcomed a 
new CEO, Director, Finance Manager and Cleaning Supervisor, among many other roles.

Council prioritises the employment of local sta�. All roles are advertised on the local 
social media sites, on its public webpage, in addition to working closely with local 
agencies. The Reception and Cleaning departments are building a casual pool of o�icers. 
This will enable o�icers to assist in these areas across all departments and get exposure 
and new skills in council systems.

Achievements 
and Upcoming 
Exhibitions

The Wik and Kugu Arts Centre had a great 
year of exhibitions and events with some 
of Aurukun’s top artists taking trips to 
Sydney, Cairns, Melbourne and Darwin. 
We farewelled one of our own, Waal Waal 
Bell, who will be sorely missed at the 
centre and around the community. Waal 
Waal gave one of his last speeches in 
Melbourne this year to a keen audience 
at our major exhibition with D’Lan 
Contemporary. Here is a short back story 
to Wik and Kugu’s sold out exhibition 
earlier this year:

Aak Ngench Thayan | Strong Country 
is a concept that was brought to life 
by senior Wik and Kugu artists. The 
exhibition was created as an immersive 
cultural experience for collectors and 
art enthusiasts to grasp the depth of 
Aurukun�s sculptural traditions. Keith 
Wikmunea�s cockatoos in a tree, a pack 
of camp dogs and Alair Pambegan�s flying 
foxes are just some of the works that have 
gone into creating one of Wik and Kugu 
Arts Centre�s most refined installations. 
Owls by Leigh Namponan have also been 
hung from the ceiling to signify in-flight 
movement, and a single-channel film 
installation sets the tone for a deep dive 
into the ceremonial heritage of the five 
clans living in Aurukun.
